Spencer H. Durham, Pharm.D., BCPS, BCIDP is an Associate Clinical Professor in 
the Department of Pharmacy Practice and also serves as the Director of Alumni & 

Originally from Arab, 
Alabama, he completed his pre-pharmacy coursework at Auburn University and 
graduated with his Doctor of Pharmacy degree from the Harrison School of 
Pharmacy in 2007. He went on to complete an ASHP-accredited post-graduate 
residency at Children's Health System in Birmingham, Alabama in 2008. After 
completion of his residency, he joined the staff at Sacred Heart Hospital in 
Pensacola, Florida as a clinical pharmacist specialist, a role he maintained for five 
years. 

In 2013, Dr. Durham joined the faculty of the Harrison School of Pharmacy, where 
he teaches in various courses throughout the curriculum. 

Additionally, Dr. Durham serves as the Director of Alumni and Professional Affairs 
under the Associate Dean for Clinical Affairs and Outreach. As part of this position, 
he works proactively with HCOP alumni and other health care professionals from 
throughout the state and region to foster the development of innovative practice 
models and to expand and enhance opportunities for continuous professional 
development.
